WHEREAS, North Carolinians can participate in local events across our state during the Day of Service on
January 15, 2018; all are encouraged to create and implement service projects that promote youth character development,
volunteerism, and positive community relations; and

WHEREAS, the North Carolina Martin Luther King, Jr. Commission was established by the General Assembly
in 1993 to further the awareness and understanding of Dr. King’s legacy; the Commission will join the national call for
increased civil discourse, and lead communities across the state, with the annual ringing of the Liberty Bell in tribute; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina encourages all residents to observe the Day of Service in honor and
remembrance of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., and to commemorate the life and legacy of this civil rights leader with acts
of service, volunteerism, and community engagement;
