WHEREAS, the Cooperative Extension at North Carolina Agricultural and Technical State University, in
cooperation with North Carolina State University, the United States Department of Agriculture, the North Carolina
Department of Agricuiture and Consumer Services, and select county agencies, has helped lead the effort to provide
assistance to the small farmers of North Carolina, and recognize and celebrate their many contributions;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim

March 25 - 31, 2018, as “SMALL FARMS WEEK"” and March 28, 2018, as “SMALL FARMERS’
APPRECIATION DAY” in North Carolina, and commend observance to all citizens.
