WHEREAS, this administration remains committed to making North Carolina the most veteran and
military friendly state in the nation, and the premier choice for veterans to work and live;

NOW, TREREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim
November 6 — 10, 2017, as “EMPLOY A VETERAN WEEK?” in North Carolina, and commend its
observance to all citizens.
