WHEREAS, the SPRING LITTER SWEEP cleanup is a part of educating the children of our state regarding
the importance of a clean environment to the quality of life in North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina encourages residents of all 100 counties to take an active role in
making our communities cleaner;
