WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina encourages individuals and organizations across our state to
volunteer their time to animal shelters, humane societies, sanctuaries, and wildlife centers so that we may all
continue to celebrate the joy, service, and love that animals bring to our lives;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim
March 14 — 22, 2020, as “NORTH CAROLINA WEEK FOR THE ANIMALS” in North Carolina, and
commend its observance to all citizens.
