WHEREAS, safety practices related to public health have been stressed to all North Carolinians due to the
COVID-19 State of Emergency; and

WHEREAS, lasting workplace safety is accomplished through ongoing training and efforts to identify and
eliminate hazards, which align with state employees’ larger efforts to protect the health and safety of the people of our
state; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina has elevated public recognition of hazard awareness and emergency
preparedness through broad COVID-19 measures, and urges all private businesses to take similar actions to reduce the
incidence of preventable illness and workplace injuries;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim June,
2020, as “SAFETY AWARENESS MONTH?” in North Carolina, and commend its observance to all citizens.
