WHEREAS, Tamil traditions, language, and heritage have impacted many aspects of the economic,
social, and cultural history of our state and nation; and

WHEREAS, during January, members of the Tamil community celebrate Thai Pongal, a four-day
harvest festival that coincides with the first day of the month Thai in the Tamil calendar; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina joins in celebrating Thai Pongal and in recognizing the Tamil
community for their ongoing contributions to our state;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim
January, 2020, as “TAMIL LANGUAGE AND CULTURE MONTH?” in North Carolina, and commend its
observance to all citizens.
