WHEREAS, nearly 250,000 of North Carolina’s more than 700,000 veterans served in the Vietnam War;
and

WHEREAS, North Carolina is honored to be the home of these courageous veterans who continue to serve
as leaders in their communities, workplaces, and religious and civic organizations; and

WHEREAS, many of our nation’s veterans bear permanent physical and mental scars from their time in the
Armed Forces, and continue to face derision, neglect, and mistreatment despite their stellar service; and

WHEREAS, it is our duty as North Carolinians to honor and support the men and women who have put
service before self; and

WHEREAS, Vietnam Veterans Day is an opportunity to commemorate the more than 1,627 North
Carolinians killed or missing in Vietnam, who made the ultimate sacrifice to protect and honor their home state and
nation; we are also reminded to recommit ourselves to honoring the veterans living in communities throughout our
state today; and

WHEREAS, the men and women who served the United States and North Carolina during the Vietnam War
deserve the utmost respect and gratitude from their fellow Americans for their heroic and selfless actions;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby prociaim
March 29, 2020, as “VIETNAM VETERANS DAY?” in North Carolina, and commend its observance to all
citizens.
