North Carolinians, attracting tourists and aiding in recruiting new industries; and

WHEREAS, the cleanup will increase awareness of the need for cleaner roadsides, emphasize the
importance of not littering, and encourage recycling of solid wastes; and

WHEREAS, the Fall Litter Sweep cleanup will celebrate the 36™ anniversary of the North Carolina Adopt-
A-Highway program and its approximately 5,000 volunteer groups who donate their labor and time year-round to
keep our roadsides clean; and

WHEREAS, the Fall Litter Sweep cleanup will be a part of educating the children of this great state
regarding the importance of a clean environment to the quality of life in North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina encourages residents in all 100 counties to take an active role in
making their communities cleaner;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim
September 14 — 28, 2024, as “FALL LITTER SWEEP” in North Carolina, and commend its observance to all
citizens.
