WHEREAS, graduate students contribute to higher education by mentoring undergraduate students, serving
as teaching assistants, and supporting faculty research while also becoming experts in their chosen fields of study
and pursuing their own discoveries that benefit our state; and

WHEREAS, a graduate education provides a level of expertise that prepares students as highly skilled
professionals and leaders in a wide variety of fields including the arts, humanities, sciences, teaching, law, and
medicine; and

WHEREAS, the State of North Carolina is proud to be home to numerous graduate programs in diverse
disciplines, offering scholars a wide array of opportunities to advance their education;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ROY COOPER, Governor of the State of North Carolina, do hereby proclaim May
22 - 26,2023, as “GRADUATE EDUCATION WEEK? in North Carolina, and commend its observance to all
citizens. :
