WHEREAS, North Carolina residents and businesses can demonstrate their respect for veterans by participating in
Operation Green Light throughout the week, to honor those whose service and sacrifice helped preserve our freedom by
displaying a green light on the exterior or in a window of their home or business; and

WHEREAS, veterans continue to serve their community through participation in groups, including the American
Legion, the Veterans of Foreign Wars, nonprofit and volunteer groups, communities of faith, civil service and other careers, and
much more; and

WHEREAS, approximately 20,000 service members in North Carolina transition to civilian communities annually and
they deserve our help and support during what can be a challenging time as they return to civilian life; and

WHEREAS, today and every day, we encourage all people, communities, and leaders to support and honor veterans;
