WHEREAS, a wide array of public agencies, community and faith-based organizations, schools, libraries,
museums, recreation centers, camps, and businesses contribute to the well-being of youth through summer programs
and offer a trusted role in the education and well-being of our children; and

WHEREAS, in collaboration with business and community partners there is an opportunity to provide older
youth with opportunities to gain real world experience and skills through summer youth employment, work-based
learning, and volunteer programs; and

WHEREAS, Governor Roy Cooper has declared 2024 as the “Year of Public Schools™ in North Carolina,
and the State of North Carolina encourages all students, parents, and caregivers to champion summer learning to
support academic achievement for every child in our state;
